FROM INCLUSION GLOUCESTERSHIRE:

We are writing to you to inform you of a fantastic opportunity
for your child. We are setting up an online forum for
neurodiverse young people living in Gloucestershire. The group
is for young people between the ages of 14 and 19. The forum
will be a space where youth are free to be themselves and can
meet with other autistic or neurodiverse young people across
the county.

We hope that the forum will help students to gain self-
advocacy skills, and to have their voices heard on how to make
Gloucestershire better for young people. This forum will be a
place where young people can talk about how services can be
improved and developed.

The forum will take place monthly, on Zoom, and will be hosted
by autistic adults.

Our first forum will take place on Tuesday 17" May at 5.30pm.

The staff facilitating the groups have had safeguarding children
training and will ensure that the forum sessions are safe spaces
for young people. There will be no pressure for young people
to have their video on, or to share their own experiences.

The Zoom link will be shared with you when you have given
consent for your young person to participate in the sessions.
