What is Accelerated Reader Programme?

* The AR programme encourages and supports a reading culture. It is
NOT a catch-up programme.

* Pupils are tested for their reading age and given a ZPD - zone of
proximal development - range (e.g. 3.1. - 5.1). They choose books
within this range.

* When they have read a book, pupils take a simple quiz to check they
have understood what they have read. This must be taken at school.

 Pupils are regularly re-tested to check progress.
